MEMORANDUM OF LAW IN OPPOSITION
TO PLAINTIFFS’ MOTION TO VACATE ORDER
OF DISMISSAL OR. IN THE ALTERNATIVE, MOTION FOR REHEARING

Defendants, John Stafford, as Duva} Cognty Supervisor of Elections, and John Stafford,
Judge Brent D. Shore, Mait Carlucéi, a.nd Richard Mullangy, as the/Canvassing Board of Duval
County (“Defendants™), pursuant to this Cﬂlrt’s request, su.bmits this Memorandum of Law in
Opposition to Plaintiffs’ Motion to Vacate .(Srder of Dismissal or, in the Alternative, Motion for
Rehearing, served December 21, 2000.

Background

On December 5, 2000, Plaintiffs filed their Complaint'fo Contest Election (“Complaint™),
an action pursuant to Section 102.168, F-lc_)ri_d_a _Sftat_utes'.' On December 8, 2000, Plaintiffs filed an
Amended Verified Complaint to Contest Election (“Amended Complaint™), again alleging the action
was one brought pursuant to Section. 102.168, Florida Statutes, to contest the results of the
presidential election in Duval County. Plaintiffs’ Complaint and Amended Complaint contain

various allegations of failure to comply with certain provisions of Florida Statutes concerning the




conduct of elections. As relief, Plaintiffs’ request that this Court, among other things:

Order the Duval County Canvassing Board and Supervisor of Elections to transmit
the uncounted ballots to the Clerk of this Court;

Cause the uncounted ballots cast in Duval County to be manually counted by or
under the direction of this Court;

Order the Election Canvassing Commission to amend its November 26, 2000
certification of votes received by presidential electors to report the true and accurate
results of the election as determined in this proceeding;

Enjoin Secretary of State Katherine Harris and the Division of Elections from
declaring the winning presidential electors pursuant to Section 103.011, Florida
Statutes, until this proceeding is completed and all relief ordered has been provided;
Order an immediate hearing pursuant to Section 102.168(7) to address matters raised
in Plaintiffs’ Compla{nt; |

Order that the Election Canvz?ing Commissioln certify that the electors of Al Gore
and Joe Ligberman received t.h"e majority ef votes cast in the election;

Order the Election Canvassing Commission, Secretary of State and Division of
Elections to ce_rtify as elected the presidentialelectorsof Al Gore and Joe Lieberman;
Issue an injunction to'preserve evidence by impmiﬁding all ballots cast and the voting
machines used in Duval-County;.and .

Grant such other relief as this Court deems right and just.

On December 8, 2000, Defendants George W. Bush and Richard Cheney filed their Motion

to Dismiss. On December 12, 2000, prior to service of the Amended Complaint on the Duval
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
