PETITIONER’S MOTION TO EXPEDITE CONSIDERATION OF
PETITION FOR A WRIT OF CERTIORARI AND TO SET
EXPEDITED SCHEDULE FOR BRIEFING AND ARGUMENT

Petitioner George W. Bush, as candidate for President of the United States of
America, respectfully requests that this Court expedite its consideration of the petition for
a writ of certiorari in this case. Pursuant to Supreme Court Rule 25.4, petitioner further
requests that, if the Court grants the petition, it expedite the schedule for briefing and oral
argument.

This is a case of the utmost national importance, involving the Constitution’s most
fundamental rights as exercised in the Nation’s most important election. The outcome of
the election for the Presidency of the United States may hang in the balance.

Petitioner Bush received the most votes in the State of Florida in the presidential
election held November 7, 2000. That result was confirmed by a statewide recount, and
confirmed again after a tabulation of overseas absentee ballots. Yet the Supreme Court
